WordPress 2.8.5 (latest version)


3 EASY STEPS!
Step 1: Installing WordPress
· Download the latest release of WordPress : http://wordpress.org/download


· Unzip the downloaded file to a folder on your hard drive


· Create a database for WordPress on your web server, as well as a MySQL user who has all privileges for accessing and modifying it


· Rename the wp-config-sample.php file to wp-config.php


· Open wp-config.php in your favorite text editor and fill in your database details to generate and use your secret key password


· Place the WordPress files in the desired location on your web server (via ftp)
If you want to integrate WordPress into the root of your domain (e.g. http://example.com/), move or upload all contents of the unzipped WordPress directory (but excluding the directory itself) into the root directory of your web server

If you want to have your WordPress installation in its own subdirectory on your web site (e.g. http://example.com/blog/), rename the directory WordPress to the name you'd like the subdirectory to have and move or upload it to your web server. For example if you want the WordPress installation in a subdirectory called "blog", you should rename the directory called "WordPress" to "blog" and upload it to the root directory of your web server


· Run the WordPress installation script by accessing wp-admin/install.php in your favorite web browser.
If you installed WordPress in the root directory, you should visit: http://example.com/wp-admin/install.php

If you installed WordPress in its own subdirectory called blog, for example, you should visit: http://example.com/blog/wp-admin/install.php










Step 2: Installing Revolutionary
· Download Revolutionary from http://webrevolutionary.com/Revolutionary.zip


· Open your ftp and Navigate to where WordPress is installed and locate the /wp-content/themes/ directory. Upload the /Revolutionary/  directory on there.


· Activate the Revolutionary within your WordPress admin panel
Login in your WordPress admin area : http://example.com/wp-login.php  or http://example.com/blog/wp-login.php

Select the Appearance panel, then Themes (Dashboard > Appearance > Themes)
From the Available Themes section, click "Activate" on "Revolutionary 1.5.1 by E. Harrison". 
click "visit site" on top left to see your new theme

· Upload plugins (Revolutionary > plugins > simple-yearly-archive) via ftp to wp-content > plugins > simple-yearly-archive

· Activate "simple-yearly-archive"
Select the Plugins panel then Installed (Dashboard > Plugins > Installed).
From the available plugins, click "Activate" on "Simple Yearly Archive"


· Upload plugins (Revolutionary > plugins > contact-form-7) via ftp to wp-content > plugins > contact-form-7


· Activate "contact-form-7"
Select the Plugins panel then Installed (Dashboard > Plugins > Installed).
From the available plugins, click "Activate" on "Contact Form 7"

· Upload plugins (Revolutionary > plugins > really-simple-captcha) via ftp to wp-content > plugins > really-simple-captcha


· Activate "really-simple-captcha"
Select the Plugins panel then Installed (Dashboard > Plugins > Installed).
From the available plugins, click "Activate" on "Really Simple CAPTCHA"
· Upload plugins (Revolutionary > plugins > sociable) via ftp to wp-content > plugins > really-simple-captcha


· Activate "sociable "
Select the Plugins panel then Installed (Dashboard > Plugins > Installed).
From the available plugins, click "Activate" on "Really Simple CAPTCHA"

· Upload plugins (Revolutionary > plugins > easy-adsenser) via ftp to wp-content > plugins > easy-adsenser (optional)


· Activate "Easy AdSense"
Select the Plugins panel then Installed (Dashboard > Plugins > Installed).
From the available plugins, click "Activate" on "Easy AdSense"


Step 3: Customization
· Setup and customize "Permalink"
Select the Settings panel then Permalinks (Dashboard > Settings > Permalinks)
fill "Custom Structure" with this : /%postname%/

· Setup and customize "simple-yearly-archive"
Select the Settings panel then Simple Yearly Archive (Dashboard > Settings > Simple Yearly Archive)
You can change date format, enable link for years, etc. (OPTIONAL)

Create New archive page.
Select Pages then Add New (Dashboard > Pages >Add New)
Title : Archives
Description : <!--simple-yearly-archive-->



· Setup and customize "Contact Page"
Select the Contact panel then Edit (Dashboard > Contact > Edit)
The  Form field should already be pre-populated with some of the information below. You will need to add the bolded section to the code (Captcha). See below:

Setup and Customize Feedburner
Go to http://www.feedburner.com/fb/a/home

Click on Register link at the top near right side

This will open Google's login page. If you have Google id then login with that other wise click on the Create Account link bellow.

Once you login with Google Account, you will be redirected to FeedBurner's home page

Finally you have created Feed Burner account.

Back to your wordpress admin panel, select the Appearance panel then Widgets (Dashboard > Appearance > Widgets)
please drag and drop "text" from available widgets to the right (Feedburner)
